Open Burn Laws Vary ( Indiana )

ANDERSONR As leaves fall from trees and litter yards, Madison County
residents have options on how to collect and dispose of them.

One option, burning the leaves, can be popular around this time of year, but
local ordinances and state laws dictate that leaf burners operate under strict
rules in the process. The Anderson Fire Department responds to open burning
calls frequently in both the spring and fall, Deputy Chief Jerry Burmeister said.

According to an Anderson city ordinance, o0

burning of wood products wherein the products of combustion are emitted
directly intothe ambi ent air without passing

Residences within city limits can burn items during the months of October
through May if the burning is done in a non -combustible container with
enclosed vented sides, a bottom and wire mesh coveri ng, according to the
ordinance. Burning is prohibited within apartment complexes and mobile home
parks. 0 There can be no open burning on

All burning has to occur during daylight hours in Anderson with the fires
extinguished by 6 p.m., and all open burns must be attended at all times.

The Anderson ordinance also says th
pollution problem, a nuisance or a fire hazard shall be immediately
extinguished. o

Burmeister said the Anderson Fire Department extinguishes open fires if they
receive a complaint about them.

Tiny Pollutio n Particles Linked To Lung Cancer

Long term exposure to soot filled air carries n early the same risk of lung cancer
as breathing second hand smoke. A new study by researchers in the United
States and Canada finds that breathing air containing high concentrations of

tiny soot and dust particles increases the risk of dying from lung canc er and
heart disease.

Breathing smoggy air containing fine pollution particles can be as dangerous

as breathing second hand cigarette smoke, a new study suggests

Previous studies have linked soot in the air to many respiratory ailments and
even death, but the new study is the most definitive yet on the long term
impact of such air pollution, according to New York University (NYU) School of
Medicine and Brigham Young University researchers who led the study.

Over many years, the danger of breathing soot f illed air in polluted cities is
comparable to the health risks associated with long term exposure to second
hand smoke, according to the authors of the study, which evaluated the effects
of air pollution on human health over a 16 year period.

The researchers calculated that the number of deaths from lung cancer
increases by eight percent for every additional 10 micrograms of fine
particulate matter found in a cubic meter of air.

"This study is compelling because it involved hundreds of thousands of people
in many cities across the U.S. who were followed for almost two decades," said
George Thurston, associate professor of environmental medicine at NYU School
of Medicine, the study's co -leader.

Investigators from University of Ottawa and the American Cancer Society also
collaborated on the study, which is published in this week's issue of the
"Journal of the American Medical Association."

Coal burning power plants are a major source of smog and soot pollution

The study assesses the impact of particles smaller than 2.5 micrometers, called
fine particulate matter, in cities across the United States. It analyzes data from
some 500,000 adults who were followed from 1982 to 1998 as part of an
ongoing cancer study.

The data, which included cause of death, were linked to air pollution levels for
cities nationwide using advanced statistical modeling. The researchers
controlled for individual risk factors such as age, smoking status, body mass
and diet, as well as for regional differences among the study population s.

The number of deaths from lung cancer increases by eight percent for every 10
micrograms of fine particulate matter per cubic meter, the researchers found.
Larger particles and gaseous pollutants were generally not as associated with
higher number of de aths.

"The increased risk of lung cancer and heart disease from air pollution was
clearly far less than the risks associated with active cigarette smoking," said
Arden Pope, professor of economics at Brigham Young University in Provo,
Utah, the study's co-leader. "However, we found that the risk of dying from
lung cancer as well as heart disease in the most polluted cities was comparable
to the risk associated with nonsmokers being exposed to second hand smoke
over a long period of time."

Trash incinerator s emit tiny particles of pollution

The health dangers of tiny particles of soot in the air have been the focus of
considerable controversy since 1997, when the U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) issued new regulations tightening its standards to cover particles
smaller than 2.5 micr ometers. For comparison, a human hair is 100
micrometers thick.

Particles this small are easily drawn into the aveoli, the smallest air sacs of the
lungs. Because the lung is slow to clear foreign bodies from that deep within its
system, the soot deposits can cause damage over long periods of time.

Sources of small particulate matter pollutants include diesel bus and truck
emissions as well as ordinary auto exhausts, industrial and utility smokestacks,
mining and construction.

These industries fought the EPA's 1997 regulations, taking their case as far as
the U.S. Supreme Court. The EPA prevailed in February 2001 when the nation's
highest court ruled unanimously that the federal government need not consider
the financial costs of meeting clean air standards when creating new
regulations.

But because of the industry challenges, the EPA has yet to issue rules
describing the measures states must use to meet the fine particle regulations.

The EPA's 1997 rules reduced the amount of pollution that trucks and othe r
vehicles are allowed to emit

John Kirkwood, president and CEO of the American Lung Association, said the
study adds urgency to the need for the EPA to immediately implement strong
new rules to curb fine particle emissions.

"This research dramatically underscores the urgent need for EPA to limit the
emission of these cancer causing particles," said Kirkwood. "It's been almost
five years and EPA has yet to issue the rules needed to implement its own
health standards. The scientific evidence keeps mounti ng."

In 1997, the EPA set annual average limits for fine particular matter in cities to
15 micrograms per cubic meter. Many cities presently exceed that standard,
though particulate air pollution levels have fallen considerably since 1979, the
earliest year covered by the current study.

For example, from 1979 to 1983, the annual average was 24 micrograms per
cubic meter in New York City, and 27 micrograms per cubic meter in Los
Angeles. In 1999 and 2000, the annual average was 16 micrograms per cubic
meter in New York and 20 micrograms per cubic meter in Los Angeles.




Despite this improvement, the study shows that current U.S. levels of fine
particulate matter air pollution are still high enough to be associated with a
significantly increased risk of cancer a nd cardio-pulmonary deaths.

The new study extends previous studies that linked chronic exposure to the
small particles to deaths from lung cancer and other causes, and addresses
many of the criticisms of the earlier studies. For example, it extends the fol  low
up analysis of an earlier study by Dr. Pope and colleagues of this same group of
patients.

Open air trash burning releases particulate pollution

The current study also expands exposure data to include data on gaseous
pollutants and the newest data on fine particulate matter collected nationwide

in 1999 and 2000. It incorporates individual level information on other cancer
risk factors such as occupation and diet, including total fat consumption and
consumption of fruit and vegetables.

The EPA is nowconsidering new rules for limiting the emission of the particles
that would apply to the major sources of smog and soot: power plants,
incinerators, industrial smokestacks, and motor vehicles.

However, the agency is also considering an overhaul of the new source review
section of the Clean Air Act. The provision requires large air pollution sources
that are too old to be covered by the Act to install new emissions control
equipment if they undergo significant upgrades or increase their capacity.

"The EPA isconsidering weakening the Clean Air Act as it applies to many of the
largest sources of particle pollution - coal fired power plants, refineries, pulp
and paper mills, and other large industrial facilities," said the American Lung
Association's Kirkwood. "In the meantime, we are no closer to protecting
people's health because EPA has not acted.”

warning of the dangers of first and second hand cigarette smoke exposure,

Wood stove use, weather likely  culprits of pollution

Some Nanaimo neighbourhoods worse than others

Neighbourhoods around Departure Bay, south Nanaimo and Long
Lake had the highest levels of particulate air pollution in Nanaimo
late last winter, data from air quality monitoring suggests.

And improper use of wood stoves, weather and topography are
likely the culprits.

Ministry of Environment researchers drove up and down the streets
of Nanaimo on 14 nights between Jan. 14 to April 14, using a device
that takes "snapshots" of the amount of fine particulate air polluti  on
(or PM 2.5) in the city at the time.

Nanaimo is considered to have good overall air quality, however,
health officials have suggested that wood smoke could be behind
Vancouver Island's higherthan-average hospital admission rate for
respiratory diseases for people under the age of 15. The City of
Nanaimo plans to use the monitoring information to target their
educational campaigns about proper wood -burning in these
neighbourhoods.

It's not necessarily how much is burned but where the material is
burned that has a major impact on a neighbourhood's air quality,
said Earle Plain, air quality meteorologist with the Ministry of
Environment. And if such burning takes place in a geographical area
that traps in smoke, the quality is more likely to be diminished . On
some nights, Departure Bay had spikes in PM 2.5 that were between
40 and 82 micrograms, while at the same time some areas of north
Nanaimo showed levels between 2 and 21 micrograms.

Areas around Long Lake and Diver Lake also had elevated levels of
PM2.5 compared to the rest of Nanaimo, as did areas along Victoria
Road and Seventh Street in South Nanaimo, extending to Comox and
Terminal Roads on occasion, according to the air quality research.

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Plain stressed that this hike in particulate matter level doesn't
represent the amount of emissions floating through the air in an
average day, and suspects that the spike in PM 2.5 in the area is
linked to the improper use of wood stoves.

Two nights of monitoring saw "dead calm" conditions with a lot of
fog, w hich Plain said trapped most of the emissions in the valley
bottoms. During these times, smoke was detected across the
community.

But on a few cold evenings, the disparity became more clear, said
Plain, as the PM 2.5 levels around Departure Bay, South Nanamo
and Long Lake/Divers Lake increased.

But in April, which brought warmer weather, the levels of
particulate matter dropped considerably.

"So what it indicates is that there's something going on in February
and January that's not happening in April, whi ch is probably home
heating," said Plain.

Departure Bay also has topography working against it. Air moves like
water when its cold, he explained. So when people at higher
elevations use their wood stoves at night, that smoke flows downhill
toward the ocean.

"What it indicates is there is probably a fair amount of wood stove
use in that neighbourhood. It's a continuous drainage down through
the neighbourhood towards the water and it's picking up those hot
spots," said Plain. He also suspects that the breeze from the ocean
Is "stacking up" the smoke in Departure Bay.
