A Michigan Nightmare

We are Judy and Les Harding. Our testimony will be a trilogy. The reason of
this trilogy will become apparent to you as you read our submissions.

Ten years ago we bought land and built a lovely home in a SUBDIVISION in
Argentine, Michigan. Our move was due to medical retirement for my husband
due to exacerbation of severe cardiac problems and Brittle type 1 diabetes.

Four years ago, the house next door went up for sale because our great
neighbors had to move back to their native Missouri. The house was bought by
our current neig hbors and the nightmare began!! Being city raised, we had no
idea what an Outdoor Wood Boiler was or what it did. We learned fast!!

Ouir first thought was to talk our concerns over with the neighbor himself.

This was reasonable thinking for folks that have always treasured our
neighborhood and neighbors. My husband was "encouraged" to get off his
property, while his wife shrieked behind him. The next step for people

trying to handle the situation reasonably, was to approach the Township. The
Township, just starting to feel the draw of new residents, found that they

did not have any rules or regulations governing these units to help us, at

that time. The smoke got worse and heavier. Our house interior has sustained
smoke damage to brand new paint in our Great Room and every other room to
some extent, clogged filters coming in through our forced air furnace

system. This neighbor burns unseasoned pine which is also wet and not
protected from the elements in any way!!

By March of the following spring, we knew th at we needed help to get on top
of this. Our Subdivision Board didn't want any part of this as did all the
neighbors around. You've heard the phrase "l don't want to get involved™"?
Prime example!!!

This unit is kept going this way as indicated in the pict ures, 24/7!!!There
was no let up. As we post pictures, please take note. #1 how close the unit
is to both their house and ours.#2 It is erected under multiple old 90 foot
pine trees #3 It is an eyesore from the street #4 No emergency equipment is
ever seen in case of fire.

We had no alternative but to seek legal help. The first attorney we saw was
the one with a wonderful reputation and highly recommended Environmental
lawyer. Next was brought in a young trail attorney because it was looking
like this was the way it was going to go. Our neighbor was served with
papers to cease and desist or this would be going to trial. That spring, ou r
neighbor decided to move his b oiler ----as if that would solve the problem.

It didn't ---we go to court.
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This is a horrible way to be forcedtolivel 6 m sur e a fthisdge wi l
nightmare for the Hardings and make it a warning for those that inflict
their smoke onto a neighbor.

Shame on the neighbor who would do this to another!
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Were children meant to play here???

This is a picture of a backyard next to an indoor wood boiler (IV
Needless to say, their child and friends cannot play on their swing set
yard. And, in their house they can sometimes smell the smoke evel
thar windows and doors closed. They cannot open their windows on
Fall and Spring days or they risk a house full of smoke!

The fact that there is no help for people who live near someone wi
indoor wood boiler is a travesty. John and Berdchak ive in the village
of East Nassau, New York and are dealing with this very same issue.
How a municipality can allow this to happen to a resident is be
reasoning. Why a neighbor would do this to another is just as diffict
understand.

The American Lung Association has significant concerns regarding the proposed
biomass plant and the potential effects the pollution it generates could pose for
children, older adults and at-risk groups, like those suffering from lung diseases such
as emphysema and asthma, as well as people with diabetes and heart disease.

Burning wood, or burning any substance, releases toxic chemicals and particles into
the air which affect both the environment and respiratory health. Biomass, even
biomass comprised of wood, sounds benign, but it is not. A recent review of

Improving Life, Particulate matter (PM) emissions are the most significant health threat from biomass

One Breath at a Time power plants. Without proper controls, combustion of wood and wood wastes for
power production can result in PM emissions that are more than 20 percent higher
than emissions from a coal plant. Emissions of carbon monoxide and volatile organic
compounds (VOCs) can be more than 400 percent and 2,000 percent higher than

emissions from a coal plant, respectively.

Additionally, diesel equipment critical to plant operation, like the trucks delivering
wood or removing ash, threatens to add significant pollution to homes near roadways
throughout nearby communities. A constant supply of combustion fuel is needed
requiring trucks to make multiple, daily trips to and from the plant. The age of the
vehicles and idling practices will also have a significant impact on the level of
pollution emitted, and increase the potential damage to air quality and the health of
those nearby.

PM (like that emitted from diesel engines and biomass facilities) can damage the
body in multiple ways. A recent review of the research on how particles cause harm
found that the body responds to particles in similar ways to its response to cigarette
smoke. These findings help explain why PM can cause heart attacks and strokes.*

conclusively showed.™ Chronic exposure to particle pollution can shorten life by one to three years.” Other impacts
range from premature births to serious respiratory disorders, even when the particle levels are very low.

The Environmental Protection Agency released the most thorough review of the current research on particle pollution
in December 2009.” The Agency had engaged a panel of expert scientists, the Clean Air Scientific Advisory
Committee, to help them assess the evidence, in particular research published between 2002 and May 2009. EPA
concluded in the published Integrated Science Assessment that particle pollution caused multiple, serious threats to
health. Specifically the findings concluded that particulate matter:

o Causes early death (both short-term and long-term exposure);
Causes cardiovascular harm (e.g. heart attacks, strokes, heart disease, congestive heart failure),
Is likely to cause respiratory harm (e.g. worsened asthma, worsened COPD, inflammation);
May cause cancer; and
May cause reproductive and developmental harm.

It should be noted that there appears to be a pattern nationwide of biomass plants being proposed for rural areas
away from cities, where less protective pollution control restrictions and weaker permitting requirements apply. Plant
proponents will say that they “meet the air pollution requirements,” but the requirements themselves tend to be more
lax.

The American Lung Association supports measures to ensure the reduction or elimination of air pollution emissions
from stationary sources, especially from power plants, biomass plants, as well as industrial, commercial and
institutional boilers. We support stringent emissions control requirements for these sources at the federal, state and
local levels.

The American Lung Association is dedicated to saving lives through healthy air and healthy lungs for all Georgians.
We urge the leaders of Lowndes County to consider the potential negative health effects as this issue is considered.
If a biomass plant is approved, then the American Lung Association urges that the plant should be required to do the
following:

o |nstall and use the state-of-the-art pollution control equipment, including best available pollution control
technologies;

o Use diesel vehicles and equipment, including in-plant equipment such as emergency generators, that meets
current EPA requirements for clean diesel equipment and fuel. Require any supplier to comply with those
requirements as part of the contract with the supplier; and

e Maintain and enforce an anti-idling policy.

The people of Georgia deserve that protection.
