In a case that proves where there's smoke there's ire, an Amherstburg couple has won a
six-year legal battle to prevent a neighbour from burning wood at his home.

"Thank heavens! It's been a long haul,” said Shirley Brandie Thursday.

Brandie and her husbdnJames, first took their neighbour to court in 2005 after what she
described as three years of r&iop burning next door on Simcoe Street. According to

the Brandies, Salvatore DeSantis was burning presseated lumber, painted wood and
composite mat@als in addition to logs and tree limbs.

Shirley Brandie said the smoke made being outside impossible. It even permeated her
home despite her keeping her windows closed tight. She had to replace mattresses,
furniture, carpeting, window coverings and ductiv Her eyes burned, her throat hurt
and she felt dizzy all the time.
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A Superior Court judge granted the Brandies an injunction that prohibited DeSantis from
burning anything that would result in the release of smoke from the property.

But the Brandies waed the injunction to be made permanent and they wanted damages.

They got both this week when DeSantis agreed to a restrictive covenant on his property
that prohibits him or any subsequent owner to ever burn and produce smoke. In addition,
DeSantis mustay the Brandies $50,000.

"You can certainly call it a victory," said the Brandies' lawyer, James Ball.

Shirley Brandie said the couple is still out about $38,000 in legal fees, repairs to their
home and replacement of their belongings.

But she said, "lt'svorth it. No matter who ever lives there, no one can ever burn."

The agreement came on the day the case was set for trial. The Brandies were armed with
photographs of DeSantis's chimney and piles of wood products in his yard.

DeSantis wasn't up for a fighgaid his lawyer, Luigi DiPierdomenico.

DiPierdomenico said DeSantis, 77, is suffering from "mental deterioration" and would
not have been able to testify at trial. In a 2008 interview with the Windsor Star, DeSantis
proudly gave a tour of his propertypciuding the wooéurning stove and brick woed
burning oven in a greenhoubke addition he built himself off the back of his home. He
also showed his barn on Meloche Road filled to the rafters with hundreds of cords of
firewood he said he hoped to burn.

"Mr. DeSantis does not believe he has done anything wrong," DiPierdomenico said
Thursday. He suspects DeSantis may move.

"He may end up on his farm on Meloche Road where he doesn't have any neighbours to
worry about and he can burn all he wants."

Shirley Brandie said throughout her battle, she sought the help of her town council, the
fire department and the Ontario Ministry of the Environment. But all were powerless to
help.

She founded an international lobby group called the Wood Smoke Activist Network,
publishing a monthly newsletter on the Internet that gets submissions from around the
globe.She said she will use this week's court ruling to push Amherstburg for a bylaw
banning what she calls "nuisance smoke."

Interlocutory Injunction obtained in
May of 2005

In order to get the smell of the wood smoke out of the house,

we removed and replaced the carpeting, ductwork, the furnace
and air conditioning uni t, and cleaned all surfaces including the
walls. Mattresses and pillows were discarded as they smelled of
wood smoke. It was an expensive project.

| can tell you the fatigue my husband felt after working all day
and then going to our house until near midni ght day after day to
work on the renovations.




Myself, | had all the clothing and every knick - knack and
assorted other household objects to wash before bringing them
back to the house.

| came to notice that there were absolutely no cobwebs in a
house that had been vacated for so long. | can only assume that
something in the smoke killed the spiders because, now that we
have the Injunction and there is no burning, | again have
cobwebs.

We were fortunate enough to have the means to seek legal help.
Remember t hat there was no provincial or municipal authority
which we could turn to for help. What would happen to those

that cannot afford legal help? Would they be forced to move

out of their homes? Could they afford to do that? Would they

be able to sell theirho  me when a potential buyer saw or smelled
the smoke? Or, would they have to remain in their homes with

their children and become sick? It's a thought that is very

disturbing to me.

on September 10, 2008attended Motions Court to hear the motion

For what purpose, | do not know, as this would be 3 years after the
damage to our home. The judge declined the motion andieoed trial to take
place as scheduled.

The visiting judgeugted the appeal and it wdseard
in Divisional Court in London, Ontario before a panel of 3 judges.




They lost their
appeal and trial will be booked.

Trial is booked at last, for the week of December 6, 2010

Once, again, we are delayed. Ocase was on the 'running list' and we were
bumped due to the case load. Trial is to be rescheduled.... with any luck all
involved will live long enough to see the completion of this very lengthy
challenge....

In 2009, there were 29 smog alert warnings on the island of Moiitteéal most
of any year on recordin estimate in 2000 by the Montreal Public HedMpartment put
the number of households with fireplaces or wood stoves on the island at 100,000. The
study noted that pollution from fireplaces and wdmoining stoves was worse in six
areas, including Piezfonds and Dollard des Ormeau3igarette smokéias been dealt
with and yet wood smoke, which is far more dangerous, remains in our air with little that
can be done without the help of our municipalities. There is no excuse to continue to burn

alternatives are available such as electric, natural gas, oil aritigyaoal heat.

Based on personal experience, | can tell you that wood smoke creates a smell that stays
on your clothes, your hair and on your pet when you want to ke for a walk. The

health effects that my family has had to endure include symptoms such as dry throat,
coughing, irritation of the eyes, irritation of the nose and headaches.

Wood smoke candt be kept out of onebs
that it can manage to get through windows, doors, and ventilation systems. There is
plenty of evidence to support that replacing existing windows with newer windows will
donothhg t o help change the issue of wood

Recently, there have been published news articles that might lead one to believe that
wood buning is safe. This is simply hype by a manufacturing industry that wants to
persuade the public into purchasing newer wood smoking devices and getting them to
believe that these newer AGreenero model s
than tradional wood smoking devices. Some mayors recommend that EPA 2 wood
stoves be used. There is little evidence to suggest that these newer models (which many
municipalities are trying to transition to) are any safer than the previous wood smoking
devices thiaare currently being used by homeowners right now.

Wood burning appliances are not like most other heating systems because the
qguality of the outcome is so much in the
the impacts of their actions on neighivss and are content to remain ignorant of how to
burn wood effectively will make a lot of smoke, regardless of the emissions rating of the
appliance they choose. There is no such
wood smoke that makes its waytanyour home through ventilation systems and small
spaces in between doors and windows. No air cleaner will help to improve the air and
make it safer for you to breathe.

Each one of those
thousand or so little black rectangles is an outdoor wood furnace, shiny and new,
ready to ship and install into a thousand towns and residential neighborhoods.
They'll be joining the estimated half million outdoor wood furnaces already
installed across North America. Because outdoor wood furnaces are largely
unregulated in almost every community, there's an even chance you may see
one of these on your block, maybe right next door.

Is an outdoor wood furnace good for your neighborhood?

The manufacturer is proud of their "safe and environmentally responsible home
heating alternative”, even going so far as to tell consumers one benefit of an
outdoor wood furnace is their ability to "alleviate respiratory and allergy
problems” compared to other types of wood burning. This manufacturer also
claims their device is not a source of health or nuisance issues for neighbors.

Outdoor wood furnaces burn 5 to 15 cords of wood or more annually. A cord
weighs 3000 to 5000 pounds. That's up to 75,000 pounds of wood combustion
emissions from each OWB every year (equal in weight to to 1.7 million packs of
cigarettes/year). With an optional 25 year warranty, Central Boiler and other
outdoor wood furnaces will burn large volumes of wood non-stop, 24 hours a day
for the next quarter of a century. That's a manufacturer's guaranty to smoke non-
stop until the year 2036. Is an outdoor furnace good for your neighborhood? Let's
take a look.
